ACTION:
Ms. Schneider made a motion to approve the September 9, 2019, PPC meeting minutes, as presented.  The motion was seconded by Ms. Valladares and passed with no opposing votes.

Follow-Up RE: Gun Violence Statement:

Ms. Arenberg Seltzer summarized the status of the tabled motion from the August and September Council meetings.  Ms. Schneider expressed agreement with the proposed PPC revised statement as the best statement for CSC at this time; but based upon her expertise and experience in the State Attorney’s Office, she suggested requiring completion of a gun safety course before gun ownership, as well as encouraging the federal government to follow Florida’s lead and limit gun ownership to those over the age of 21, with the exception of members of the military and law enforcement.  Discussion ensued.   
ACTION:
Ms. Schneider made a motion to recommend to the full Council the addition of language “requiring the completion of a gun safety course prior to gun ownership,” to the fourth bullet in the proposed PPC revised statement, so that the bullet reads, “Promoting responsible gun ownership, including requiring the completion of a gun safety course prior to gun ownership and the use of gun locks and other safe storage devices;” as well as the addition of a bullet that reads, “Encourage the federal government to follow Florida’s lead and limit gun ownership to those over the age of 21, with the exception of members of the military and law enforcement.”  The motion was seconded by Ms. Valladares and passed with no opposing votes.
